The preceding study that I did of Dave Hum’s banjo performances yielded some very interesting and I think encouraging information for banjo enthusiasts:
1. Whenever you see Dave wearing a winter coat, he is always using his inexpensive $500 Chinese-made Epiphone banjo. That makes sense. Why use your $5,000 Gibson in temperature extremes that could warp or crack the wood?
2. Dave used his Epiphone MB-250 banjo a lot more than I realized.

3. For Arkansas Traveller (3) Dave used his Ode banjo made in Arkansas in the 1970s. I love it!
4. In his video comparing his three banjos, there are some easy ways to identify the different banjos:
a. The Gibson has no mark on the head; the Ode has an upside down filled-in triangle; the Epiphone has a hollow star.
b. The Ode has white binding trim on the neck.
c. The Epiphone has no inlay on fret one.
d. The Ode has two blank frets by the heel; the Epiphone has only one; the Gibson has one, and a bright “Mastertone” decal next to it.

5. Since Dave only played one particular banjo in each setting, I was able to identify the banjo used in some difficult to see videos, from a different video in the same setting.
6. I really enjoyed doing this analysis of Dave’s playing. The one thing that stands out to me is that more than half the time Dave chose to use his $500 Chinese-made Epiphone banjo, which just goes to prove that it’s the man and not the banjo which produces his awesome sound.

7. Dave's wife told me that he later sold the Ode. It encourages me that he kept the Chinese-made Epiphone and sold the American-made Ode. In his banjo comparison video, according to my ears, you can hear how full and deep the Epiphone sounds. The Ode has a tighter constricted sound to it, and the Gibson is brighter with more treble and resonance.
